They moved
to Athens by 1840, & went to Aberdeen, MS by 1850, where he
was a wealthy planter. Elisha & Ann are buried in the Oddfellows
Rest Cemetery in Aberdeen, Monroe Co., MS. (Find-a-Grave
memorials 77545474 & 112466102). He served in the War of
1812. Elisha Strong is the brother of Martha Strong Moss, wife of
John Dortch Moss. She sewed the sampler attributed to Mrs.
Finley's School, Bethlehem, Oglethorpe County, Georgia (GMOA
2020.120)
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
